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Reception Year 1

This week in RE we learned about the signs of Lent around
our classroom and within our community. We explored
how a purple cloth reminds us that Lent is a special time
for Christians to think and reflect. We also looked at the
cross as a symbol of Lent, drawing on our understanding
of Ash Wednesday and looking towards Easter. The
children also recognised growing and new life as a sign of
Lent, thinking about how it happens during spring when
things begin to grow again. Other signs of Lent we talked
aboutincluded the prayer and quiet reflection time within
our 40 days of class reflections and focusing on ways we
can be kind and helpful to others, just like Jesus.

As part of our learning this week we have heard The
widow’s mite (LK 21:1-6). After hearing this reading we
discussed — how did Jesus help others? Why do you
think he did that? How do you think it made her feel?
Why is itimportant to give to others? During this lesson
we spoke about fasting in Lent. We discovered that
people fast to show that they love God and want to be
close to Him. We learnt about CAFOD Family Feast
and drew a picture of something we would give up for
Lent. In our next lesson we listened to Jesus enters
Jerusalem (Lk 19:28-38). Following this we looked at
how Palm Sunday is celebrated around the world.

Year 2

Year 3

This week in Year 2 we have

continued our learning about

forgiveness. In lesson 1, we
looked at the Sacrament of
Reconciliation, the Act of
Contrition, the Penitential Rite,
the Examen for Children and the
Kyrie Eleison. The children had an
opportunity to sing the Kyrie
Eleison before writing their own

prayers, asking for forgiveness.
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In lesson 2, the children
got to explore different
sculptures representing
reconciliation from
around the world. They
then got into small groups

and made human
sculptures  that they
thought represented

reconciliation.

This week in RE, Year 3 have been learning about The
Last Supper and how it links to The Mass. We began by
sharing what we already knew about the Last Supper
and thinking carefully about who was there and what
happened. The children read the story of the Last
Supper and discussed Jesus’ words and actions. They
made thoughtful links between this special meal and
what happens during Mass today, particularly during
the Eucharist. We also recapped the four main parts of
the Mass: the Introductory Rite, the Liturgy of the
Word, the Eucharist and the Concluding Rite. Year 3
worked hard to spot similarities and differences
between the Last Supper and the Mass, giving reasons
for the links they made. We are very proud of the
mature discussions and respectful attitudes the
children have shown during our learning this week.
Well done, Year 3!

Year 4

Year5

In RE this week, Year 4 explored the Parable of the Prodigal
Son and reflected on the message Jesus was teaching
through this story. We read the parable together and
discussed the actions and feelings of each character,
thinking about themes such as sin, compassion,
forgiveness, jealousy, and reconciliation. The children

considered how the father’s

response helps us

understand God’s grace and willingness to forgive when
we return to Him. We also reflected on the line from the
Lord’s Prayer, “forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive
those who trespass against us,” and discussed how this
links closely to the message of the parable. We thought
about how these lessons apply to their own lives,
especially the importance of forgiveness and not judging

others.

This week, our Year 5s have been thinking deeply about
Jesus’ 40 days in the desert and the temptations He
faced. They considered their own experiences of
temptation and how their conscience helps them
make good choices. Their participation in debates and
storytelling exercises was outstanding! Keep up the
great work, Year 5!




Year 6

This week in RE, we explored two powerful moments from
the life of Jesus: the anointing at Bethany and Jesus
washing his disciples’ feet. We discussed both the literal
events and the deeper spiritual meanings behind these
actions. The anointing at Bethany helped us reflect on
love, devotion, and recognising the value of others, while
the washing of the disciples’ feet showed us how Jesus
modelled humility and service. We talked about how
these actions send an important message about caring
for others and putting their needs before our own. As a
class, we considered practical ways we can follow Jesus’
example by showing kindness, helping others, and serving
people in our everyday lives.
