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	Subject
	Overview

	Religious Education
	To the Ends of the Earth: During this unit we will focus on the following texts: The road to Emmaus (Lk 24:13-35), Promise of the Spirit and the Ascension (Acts 1:1-11) and Pentecost (Acts 2:1-4). We will focus on the words of the ‘Glory Be’ prayer. We will also learn about how Pentecost is celebrated in another part of the world.
Dialogue and encounter: During this unit we will learn that the Church is the community of all those who belong to Christ.  We will learn about the cross is a symbol of Christianity. We will learn about aspects of modern Jewish life in Britain, including specific vocabulary about the Jewish belief in one God and the Torah as a special text which contains stories of the Jewish people’s history and is a guide for Jewish life

	Reading  
	During this term we will be focusing on a range of texts: Lila and The Secret of Rain, The Summer My Father Was Ten, The North Wind and the Sun. We will look at a couple of non-fiction texts called explorers and gardens and plants.
During these sessions we will focus on different vocabulary, make prediction, inferring what we know from the text, summarising the books and explaining our learning on these.

	Writing
	We will be covering a range of text types in our written work this term including: narrative (Retell a Story), instructions, letter, recount and a non-chronological report.
We will be learning to use a range of punctuation. We will be looking at a range of prefixes and suffixes. We will continue to apply our phonics knowledge to our spelling. 

	Maths


	This term, we will focus on Multiplication and Division, including counting in 2s, 5s, and 10s. We will also introduce Fractions, covering how to find halves and quarters of amounts. Next, we will explore Geometry: Position and Direction, where pupils will describe movement and position using simple language such as left, right, forwards, and backwards. During the term, we will explore Place Value up to 100, building on our current knowledge to apply it to larger numbers, including finding 1 more/1 less and comparing numbers. Finally, we will learn about Time and Money. This will include telling the time and understanding the value of different coins and notes.

	Science

	We will be exploring the natural world, we will naming plant and tree parts. We will learn about deciduous and evergreen trees, as well as wild and garden plants. Additionally, we will take part in planting activities and investigate where our food originates, including how fruit and vegetables are cultivated on a larger scale. Finally, we will delve into the summer season, examining how it represents the peak period for the growth and development of plants and animals.

	History


	How Have Explorers Changed the World? 
This unit introduces pupils to the concept of exploration, helping them understand what explorers do and where they have travelled. Children will learn about significant explorers such as Christopher Columbus and Matthew Henson, using timelines and photographs to explore the past. They will also consider how exploration has changed over time and reflect on why explorers and their discoveries are remembered today.

	Geography


	In geography, we will explore the question: "What is it like to live in Shanghai?" 
This term, we will learn about our local area by identifying physical and human features and creating simple maps. We will then explore where China is in the world and learn about its features, focusing on the city of Shanghai. Finally, we will compare Shanghai with our local area, identifying similarities and differences.

	Art

	Paper Play
This term, we will learn how to create 3D sculptures using paper, exploring techniques such as rolling and shaping. We will develop our skills to create imaginative pieces, including a ‘Tree of Life,’ and work collaboratively to design and build a large-scale sculpture. We will also explore different painting techniques to add colour and texture to our 3D work.

	Design Technology



	This term in D&T, we will learn about different types of fabric and how they are made and used. We will develop our practical skills by learning how to thread a needle and create simple stitches. Finally, we will apply our knowledge by designing our own piece of bunting. 

In D&T, we will also develop our understanding of mechanisms by exploring wheels and axles. We will practise and refine our cutting skills to create effective wheel shapes, before evaluating different designs. Finally, we will design, make, and decorate our own pull-along toy, applying our learning to create a finished product.

	Computing


	Digital Imagery
In computing, we will learn how to plan and create a photo story by organising images into a clear sequence. We will develop our photography skills by taking clear photos and then editing them using digital tools. We will also learn how to search for and import images safely to enhance our work. We be exploring digital imagery where we will plan, take and edit photos to represent a story.

	Physical Education
	Our PE days are on Monday and Tuesday. During the first half term we will be working on athletics and invasion games. During the second half term we will be working on target games as well as striking and fielding.

	Music
	This term the children will be doing the following:
Singing – singing the whole octave scale. Intervals of a minor third.
Listening- playing basic rhythms using tuned percussion using a beater and tone bars.
Composing- class composition using crotchet/ quaver/ minim rhythms.
Performing- playing tunes to notes B and A on the recorder.

	Relationship and Health Education 
	Created and Loved by God explores the individual. Rooted in the teaching that we are made in the image and likeness of God, it helps children to develop an understanding of the importance of valuing themselves as the basis for personal relationships. Created to Live in Community explores the individual’s relationship with the wider world. Here we explore how human beings are relational by nature and are called to love others in the wider community through service, through dialogue and through working for the Common Good.
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
