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	Termly Overview

	Religious Education

In Religious Education, the children are exploring the theme “To the Ends of the Earth,” which focuses on the Resurrection of Jesus and its meaning for Christians today. They are studying key Scripture passages from the Gospel of John (Jn 20:1–31), including the discovery of the empty tomb by Mary Magdalene and the powerful appearances of the risen Jesus to his disciples. These events helped the disciples believe that Jesus had truly risen, as they saw him, spoke with him, and experienced his presence in a new and living way.

 The children are also learning that Christians believe in the Resurrection as a core truth of faith, expressed in the Apostles’ Creed (Article 5), and that the Resurrection is the work of the Holy Trinity – Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. They are reflecting on how all Christians are called to witness to the Resurrection by living a new life in Christ through baptism and being strengthened by the Holy Spirit in confirmation. Finally, they are exploring how Jesus is called the ‘new Adam’ (1 Corinthians 15:45–49), making links between the Old and New Testaments to understand how Jesus brings new life and restores what was lost through the first Adam.



	Writing

This term in writing, Year 6 children will be focusing on developing their skills across a range of genres, including narrative, persuasive, and explanatory writing. They will be working on using ambitious vocabulary, varying sentence structures and organising their ideas effectively to suit different purposes and audiences. There will also be a strong emphasis on editing and improving their work, helping them to become more independent and reflective writers in preparation for secondary school.



	Maths
In Maths, Year 6 children are consolidating their understanding of key concepts in preparation for secondary school. They are developing fluency with number, including working confidently with large numbers, fractions, decimals, and percentages. They are solving multi-step problems using the four operations and applying their reasoning skills in real-life contexts. The children are also learning to use algebraic thinking, understand ratio and proportion, and interpret data presented in graphs and charts. Geometry work includes properties of shapes, angles, and coordinates. Throughout, there is a strong focus on problem-solving, mathematical reasoning and efficient calculation strategies.


	Science
This term in science, pupils will be learning about fossils—what they are, how they are formed, and what they can tell us about the past. They will also explore the life and discoveries of Mary Anning, a pioneering fossil hunter who made significant contributions to the study of prehistoric life.


	Geography
This term, pupils are developing their geographical enquiry skills by investigating issues in the local area. They are learning to identify relevant questions, choose suitable data collection methods, and design effective templates for gathering information. Through practical fieldwork, they collect data at mapped locations, manage risks, and consider the best points for investigation. Pupils also explore digital mapping techniques and reflect on their findings, gaining a clear understanding of the full enquiry process from planning to analysis.


	Design Technology.
This term in Design and Technology, children will be designing and making their own automata toys. They will learn to safely use tools to saw and cut components, explore different cam profiles, and develop their design ideas with notes and diagrams. Following a teacher demonstration, they will begin assembling their toys using exploded diagrams and create decorated follower toppers. They’ll also work on measuring and cutting panels to conceal internal mechanisms and will finish their projects to meet a specific design brief. Finally, they will evaluate their finished automata, reflecting on both function and appearance.


	Art
This term, pupils are exploring a range of artistic styles and the work of different artists to inspire their own creativity. They are developing their ability to plan, design, and create expressive sculptures that represent personal ideas or memories, using a variety of shapes, imagery, and colours. Through sketchbook work and hands-on practice, they are refining their technical skills, such as accurate cutting and 3D construction, while learning to reflect on their creative choices. Pupils are encouraged to experiment, work independently, and make improvements, resulting in original sculptures that showcase both their artistic development and personal expression.


	Physical Education
In PE this term, children will focus on developing a range of athletic skills and techniques. They will begin by refining their own sprinting technique and learning how to support others in doing the same. As the lessons progress, they will explore how to identify a suitable pace for different events and enhance their performance in the triple jump by improving power, control, and technique. Throwing skills will also be a focus, with activities designed to increase both the distance and accuracy of their throws. Finally, pupils will work collaboratively in teams to build their officiating skills, including measuring, timing, and recording performances.


	Music
This term in music, pupils are learning about the Romantic period and the emotions expressed in music from that time. They are listening to pieces by Tchaikovsky, including Romeo and Juliet and Sleeping Beauty, and learning to sing the French song Alouette. Pupils are also creating and performing their own music based on different emotions, adding changes in volume (dynamics) to show feeling in their work.

	Languages – Spanish

This term, pupils are developing their geographical knowledge of Spain by learning to describe the location and key features of various Spanish cities. They are also expanding their language skills by using the future tense to discuss travel plans. Through interactive activities, they are learning to ask and answer questions about travel and confidently create and perform role play conversations to demonstrate their understanding.
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
